A decision to not over seed the fairways for winter color was made.  I strongly feel that Miramar should strive for warm season turf on fairways & roughs.  This will help us provide firmer playing conditions.  The golf course will not have the great green color in the fairways during the winter, but the warm season grasses will have less competition and we should have better fairways and firmer playing conditions in the summer.

	Instructor’s Corner: Putting: Learn to Control Speed

The most important aspect of putting is without a doubt the speed. While many golfers are aware of this, it can be one of the more difficult aspects to practice. A very good drill is to find a relatively flat space on the practice green and take at least six golf balls, rolling them as close to one another as possible. Practice “cluster putting” at different distances and you will begin to see a noticeable difference in your ability to roll putts with the correct speed.     
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
