Frequently Asked Questions
1)  When/where is it?
The event is taking place Sunday, October 16th from 10am – 3pm at the Officer’s Club (Bldg 4472).

2)  Who is allowed to participate? 
It is open to ALL ranks.  It will be on a first come first serve basis so show up early.  

• Wedding Dresses: Must be active duty military or engaged to an active duty military member.  Proof  of  engagement must be provided 
(engagement notice, save the date notice, email from deployed fiancé, etc).  

• Ball Gowns: Military ID or Dependent ID required.

3)  Do you need to sign up prior to the event?
No, you will sign in when you get to the event.

4)  What do I need to bring?
If  you are getting a BALL GOWN you will need your Active Duty ID card or your Dependent ID card.  If  you are getting a BRIDAL 
GOWN you will need some proof  that you are engaged to an active duty service member and proof  that a wedding is being held.  A save the 
date card, wedding invitation, church date confirmation, reception hall confirmation, a website print off  of  your event, anything that proves 
you are getting married.  Your service member DOES NOT need to be present for you to receive a bridal gown.  

5)  Is there a catch?
There is NO catch.  You will receive one free gown with no strings attached.

6)  Will everyone get a dress?
Hopefully there will be enough dresses for everyone.  Again, it is on a first come first serve basis so once they are gone they are gone.  There 
will be a variety of  sizes and styles.  Hopefully you can find something that you will love and that fits you.  We make no promises or guarantees 
that will happen.

7)  Is renewal of vows acceptable to receive a Bridal Gown?
We will accept vow renewals as long as you have proof  that you are going to be having a wedding/reception within the next year.

8)  Is this event popular and how early should I show up?
This event is very popular but we have NO way of  knowing when people will show up.  They might camp out over night or they might start showing up an 
hour early.  It’s up to you on when you want to show up.  Again, it’s first come first serve, so come early if  you want to get something good!

9)  Is There a Place Provided to try on Gowns?
There will be a limited amount of  changing rooms provided. If  you are the modest type please consider wearing a bathing 
suit under your clothes.
